• Created and chaired cross-depart-
mental task forces to address chal-
lenges in the North and South
Greenwood communities.

• The level of service by code
inspectors resulted in 97.1% citizen
satisfaction rating for Clearwater’s
code enforcement efforts.

• Celebrated fourth annual
Neighborhoods Day in March 2003,
an annual festival of neighborhood
pride, diversity, and success that
brings residents, city staff and the City
Commission together.

• Enforced the news rack ordinance to
ensure neat, attractively designed,
multi-unit stands at limited locations,
thus eliminating “roadside clutter.”
