The project won the 2003 Maxwell Award of Excellence

for outstanding affordable housing projects.

• Prepared/adopted the Clearwater
Downtown Redevelopment Plan to
guide future development,
establishing goals, objectives and
policies and unique character
districts. The document includes a
master streetscape and wayfinding
