Agenda Item 4: Gateway Feature Design Modifications

Background: 
A presentation on the proposed gateway feature at the intersection of Gulf to Bay Blvd, 
Highland Ave and Court St was made to the SAG at the June 11, 2009 meeting. Since that 
time, the Clearwater Engineering Department has modified the design based on input from 
the community and the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT). . 

The design modifications include:  

1. A single, larger obelisk placed in the median instead of two placed at the margins;  

2. Two decorative posts at the edge of ROW with opportunity for neighborhood 
identifying signage (like one in median in the Cleveland St District); and  

3. Incorporation of flowering trees in the median in addition to oaks. 

Also, proposed is the reconfiguration of the four westbound travel lanes of Gulf to Bay Blvd 
at Highland Ave to increase safety by reducing the confusion factor at this complex 
intersection. The FDOT and City project includes:  

1. Elimination of inside westbound lane (to become a striped median)  

2. Redesignation of the inside lane of the two through lanes of Gulf to Bay Blvd entering 
the East Gateway District as a through lane to Court St.  

The end result is a single Gulf to Bay Blvd travel lane that enters the East Gateway District 
and continues to serve northbound turns on Highland Ave.
