The Pinellas Trail was constructed throughout
Pinellas County. In the downtown core, the typical
trail cross section was abandoned and a sidewalk
was constructed in its place. While this sidewalk
serves as the Pinellas Trail in downtown Clearwater,
it is not the most appropriate design for trail users.

The Courtney Campbell Causeway was designated
as a Florida Scenic Highway in 2005. This highway
corridor is home to many scenic, natural, and
recreational resources. However, there is presently
no facility for non-motorized uses.
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
